Sing up
 is used to support the curriculum
 in which it follows and links to the Early Years Framework. Children perform songs, rhymes, poems, and stories with others, and – when appropriate – try to move in time with music. Children will also improvise and compose
 using sounds and movements. They will also sing and play along using instruments, developing a sense of a simple beat. Also, trying to develop listening skills, and again, responding with movements or dance.
Year 1
 (Charanga) 
Children learn different styles of music. They will become confident with pulse and it’s meaning, then finding it in music. They will practise copying and clapping rhythms. Children will learn how to play the glockenspiel and improvise. They will also 
perform and 
compose simple melodies.
Year 2
 (Charanga) 
Children learn a lot of styles of music. They continue working on pulse and rhythms. Children play the glockenspiels along to songs learned throughout the year. They also use one or two notes to improvise and compose a simple melody. Children also perform songs reflecting also on meanings.
Year 3
 (Charanga) 
Children recognise musical styles and also listen to classical music. They continue playing the glockenspiel but also read music when playing. Children find the pulse in each song and recognise musical dimensions whilst listening. They will know the difference between pulse, rhythm and pitch. Children continue to 
perform and 
improvise using the songs in each unit and compose a simple melody along with these too.
Year 4
 (Charanga)
 
Children can name musical elements of songs (e.g. tempo, dynamics) and listen to more classical music. They can also recognise musical elements whilst listening. The glockenspiel moves on a stage and children read music. Children will also learn the recorder. 
Children continue to 
perform and 
improvise using the songs in each unit and compose a simple melody along with these too.
Year 5
 (Charanga)
 
Children continue to name music elements of songs and how these fit together. They start to understand the structure and the historical context of some of the songs. Children 
listen and 
demonstrate and explain how pulse, rhythm and pitch connect in a
 piece of music. They continue to play instruments including starting the ukulele and use notated music. Children perform and improvise along with the songs in each unit and compose a simple melody along with these too. 
Year 6
 (Charanga)
 
Children continue to name music elements of songs and how these fit together. They 
can talk about musical and cultural identity and may try to write music with friends.
 Children listen and demonstrate and explain how pulse, rhythm and pitch connect in a piece of music. They continue to play instruments including starting the ukulele and use notated music. Children perform and improvise along with the songs in each unit and compose a simple melody along with these too.
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
